e 3.25 minimum cumulative GPA (high school or after at least 12 credit hours of 100 level courses at LCC).

e  Cover letter and completed 2011-12 Kane Family Foundation LCC/UCCS University Connection Scholarship
application.

e  Once awarded, recipients must maintain a 3.00 cumulative GPA or higher and make satisfactory academic progress
to be eligible for scholarship funds in subsequent years.
